 7.  Humbly asked Him to remove our
     shortcomings.
 8.  Made a l ist  of  a l l  persons we had
     harmed, and became wi l l ing to
     make amends to them al l .
 9.  Made di rect  amends to such 
     people wherever possible,  except
     when to do so would in jure them
     or  others.
10. Continued to take personal
     inventory and when we were
     wrong promptly admitted it .
11.  Sought through prayer and 
     meditation to improve our
     conscious contact  with God, as we
     understood Him, praying only for
     knowledge of  His wi l l  for  us
     and the power to car ry that out.
12. Having had a spi r i tual  awakening
     as a result  of  these steps,  we
     t r ied to car ry this message to
     a lcohol ics,  and to pract ice these
     pr inciples in al l  our  af fai rs .
